   Dr. Hong demonstrated the five most common signs of vision problems   

parents should watch for because vision problems interfere not only with 

learning but also everyday activities. Kyle performed the Visagraph, a 

computerized test which records accuracy of eye movements made     

during reading,, and Ana shared her personal story. 

   Before vision therapy, Ana, historically a top student, was spending more and more time            
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testing. She wore glasses which allowed her to see 20/20, so her parents figured her vision was 

fine. As it turns out, Ana had tracking, focusing and eye-teaming problems which affected her speed 

and accuracy with schoolwork.   

   Today, Ana is handling the academic demands of high school, plus has time for piano, chorus, 

sports, friends and volunteer activities. According to her mom, without vision therapy this would not 

have been possible because she would have been too busy doing homework!
